FKKDfcRK K S. ti RAMMER. 
John Williamson was the first witness called. He 

testified --Had been employed In the Auditor's 
•iDoe ef tbe Krie company in freight matters nntil 
January 31 last; waa then discharged for a cause 
of which witness waa Ignorant; does not know 
what testimony has been given relative to that to 
taw committee; when witness was discharged 
U>tj were then working on October accounts, or 
three months back account; they could not have 
accurately b ought op the accounts for those three 
meatus •»• as to make up a statement in February; 
saany accounts were not even iorwarded to the 
•fflce, hence their must have been estimated and 
• • l actually proved. 

Counsel lor Erie objected to tbe witness giving 
his opinion as an expert on til it had been shown 
toat ue was an expert. In answer to questions 
tending to show his expert knowledge witness 
continued;—Had charge oi agents' balance sheets 
affreights; all such balances passed through wit­
ness' hands, and were checked on* to approve their 
correctness; had made the freight statement tor 
September, did not know whether tbe amount for 
teat month was testified before the committee; 
there was a book in which the freight balances 
were recorded; that book would show tbe actual 
halanees for freight: It disappeared a fsw days be­
fore witnesa was discharged; bad asked higher 
officers for it, but tbey bad said it was In use; it 
waa not possible that any persona could have been 
at work upon the monthly returns of December 
without witness knowing it: under the new system 
of accounts it requires twelve men to dp the work 
that three used to do. 

To colonel Burnett—What witness meant by the 
BOW system of accounts only referred to the 
freight department, as witness was only posted on 
Butters la that department; twelve new men were 
put on in October to do the work that three men 
had done before: witness had never made returns 
tally by substituting figures; had not concealed re­
turns so altered; was not aware that tbe balance 
book mentioned as tost had been found in witness* 
desk, with other concealed papers, after bis dis­
charge; knew Mr. Burgess, of the Erie employes; 
sad never staled to biin that witness had seen Mr. 
Gould and that the new Board would be turned 
out and Mr. Gould back beiore July; neither had 
witnesa ever had an interest in a low dance house; 
had no specific fact In recollection on which he 
based the charge of gross exaggeration of earnings; 
had written the letter to the committee at the in­
stance of Mr. Con tea. 

FREDERICK S. GRAMMSR 
aworn—Resides in New Jersey; was formerly a 
clerk in the passeuger department of tbe Auditor's 
office, Eric Kail way; had signed the letter read to 
the committee this morning; his duties iu the Erie 
•fflce were to superintend the checking of tbe 
agents'returns or tickets aotd; this was done oy 
comparing coupons with the return sheets: he 
made out the sheets of passenger earnings of the 
wbole road; hence he made up monthly state­
ments; witness waa unable to give any figures! 
that tended to show inaccaracy in the statement 
Blade by the company to the committee; has no 
knowledge of any false entries beiug made in 
tae company's books; does not know that 
the statement is not a correct transcript 
of the books, has formed his opinion as to their in­
accuracy solely from his knowledge of the com­
plexity of those accounts and from tbe size of the 
amouuis put into monthly earnings; they are for 
aionttis notoriously* slack of passenger traffic: 
comparison of the boxes used to keep cancelled 
coupons In shows that that ior October, 1871, is 
nearly lull: that for October. 1872, scarcely has tbe 
bottom covered; again, it usually took witness two 
weeks to check off a month's returns: had done 
that work for October, 1872, between ten A. M. and 
three P. M of one day ; was unwilling to say posi­
tively that there were false entries in the books, 
bat tbe facts stated inclined him to the opinion 
that the entries must have been rxom estimate and 
aot from acrua: verification. 

Henry 1*. Antes, late an attache of the Auditor's 
•floe, requested to be sworn, and gave the com­
mittee a loug account of bis childhood that 
amused the committee and the reporters very 
much. He said he had been a bad boy in bis youth 
and got into many scrapes, which he bad to get 
•o i of, owing to the fact that his father was a strict 
•Id Methodist, and thns he bad learned experience; 
after testifying on Thursday last he met President 
Watson in the ball, and Watson invited him into bis 
carriage and took him to his house; on tbe way the 
conversation turned upon the.'dtvidend oi February, 
and Watson said he expected his action would make 
him many enemies, and he did not know but he 

put out, but he believed the dividend 
h>nestly earned; he said he had two 
vacant, and he was glad to find 
man ior the place; that a man of wit-

superior qualifications should have a supe­
rior position; witness told him that his expe­
rience was that a man gained nothing by being 
dishonest. 

Mr. Beach at this point remarked:—I ought to 
state in justice to myself that the gentleman I 
represent— Sar. Dougherty—has no suspicion that 
the books of the company were falsified, and that 
ho has perfect confidence in the honesty and integ­
rity oi Mr. Watson. 

A significant remark was dropped by Mr. Lincoln 
during the examination of Mr. Orammer by Mr. 
Stlckney, counsel for the committee, to the effect 
that tbe direct examination partook very much of a 
cross-examination. 

Colonel Doouan, Auditor of the company, testi­
fied as to the call made by the Board as to the 
earnings of the road, and he stated that they were 
nude up from tbe agents' reports, which were the 
oaiy proper basis; if we increase tbe earningt 
wo must give tbe amount to the agena 
«r a loreign road; we have no reserves 
to which it can be credited; he stated 
(hat no falsification of the books had been made. 

Oliver W. Cook, Auditor of Traffic, tesMfled that 
bo luraighed a report of the passenger carriage 
and freight, and it was the actual earnings; witness 
stated the mode oi completing the report of t ie 
actual revenue for each month; the returns were 
taken trom the agents' reports; he testified that 
Williamson failed to keep his accounts correctly 
aad neglected to attach the vouchers; so far as 
he knew the accounts as shown In the books are 
•arrect, ana he knew of not a single falsification. 

Two o'cloak having arrived the committee took 
a recess, and oolitely requesting the reporters and 
witnesses to r«ure. went into executive session. 
A low moments later Mr. Babcock, the chairman, 
aauottneed the investigation adjourned until four 
•"oiock r. M. 

OB reaasembUng the first witness called was H. 
IL V. Pratt, superintendent of the Transportation 
Department or the Erie Railroad, who testified 
that be bad been such since September last; had 
charge of tbe track most ot the time since he went 
on the road in 1*57; during the year 1872 there 
were new iron bridges built on the Susquehanna 
djTtaion; had made close examination ol other di­
vision*, but can only speak of the Susquehanna di-
wajou; a large force of men were at work on the 
Dataware division; the item of 114,000 for irou 
f y at tlmlra oe believed to be correct. Wit-
•eat was shown a statement oi accounts for certain

me; break open those doors;'' a police captain 
asked him if they came aa United States Marshals, 
and he said, "No, aa private cit izens;'ne vert he. 
less they broke open tbe doors; General Sickles 
claimed to be bached by the government: he knew 
of restitution made to the company by Gould, 
which be described ascertain real estate; have no 
knowledge or all the value of tbe restitution; that 
surrendered by Mrs. Fisk I know; the Grand Opera 
House and tbe houses in Twenty-fourth street are 
worth about one million five hundred thousand dol­
lars; she also agreed to surrender certain stocks 
and property in New Jersey, bat he did 
know if they were included in the assign­
ment; was never present when Barber 
received money; never aaw a voucher signed for 
$25,000 in favor of Van Vechten; be knew of no 
arrangements made in 1872 to influence legislation. 

S. L. M. Barlow said that he discovered that the 
estate of Gould and Fisk had interest in coal com* 
panies; witness took tbe stocks and filed them 
away, marked, and requested an investigation to 
see if these stocks were paid for by tbe Erie Com­
pany ; thus the matter has rested; be is a director 
or the Chited States Boiling Company, and holds 
stock as a trustee; be merely took tbe coal stock 
to determine the ownership ot it, and does not 
claim it; the draft mentioned must be for 
the alleged assessments due on it: about 
two years before March, 1872, the Erie 
Company agreed with August Belmont to 
prosecute the claim against Daniel Drew, and 
in the name of the company; it was transferred to 
Belmont in lieu of a claim he had against the Erie 
Company; litigation went on, and finally Belmont, 
aa assignee, accepted $76,000 from Drew, and the 
Erie Company had no interest in it; the costs of 
$35,000 were taken out and Belmont got $36,000. 

Mr. Beach, counsel for Dougherty, announced 
that during the recess he had consulted his client, 
who wished it understood that be believed the 
dividend declared in February last was made on a 
legal basis, so far aa earnings are concerned; that 
be had no sympathy with the effort made to fmpea h 
the correctness of the books of the company, and 
does not connect nlmselfwith such proposed im­
peachment. 

The committee adjourned until ten A. M. to-day.

The Board of supervisors met yesterday after 

tbe meeting of the Board of Aldermen, the 
Mayor in the chair. The communication of 
Health Inspector Joy as to Ludlow Street 
Jail waa referred to the Committee on 
County Offices with power. A commnnication 
was read from the Comptroller asking for an esti­
mate of tbe Board, to be delivered to the Depart­
ment of Finance before the l&th of the present 
month. Alderman Vance said that the Board of 
Super visors was superior to any Board of Appor­
tionment, and moved that the communication be 
received and filed. In moving this he said 
that the Board of Supervisors, in this matter, was 
superior to the State Legislature. The Committee 
on County Offices recommended tberemoval of the 
Coroners' Offices to premises corner of Houston and 
Mulberry streets, aad that the county pay the rent 
tnereof. Alderman Van Schaick said that the 
building was tbe same as that used by the Excise 
Commissioners. The resolution was laid over. This 
committee also recommended that the sum of 
$5,000 be paid to W. C. Ford for bis system of 
indices, and that it be Introduced in the 
county offices. This was laid over. A report was 
about to be read as to tbe Nilsson Hall Armory, but 
as tt waa not signed by all tbe members of the 
committee, Supervisor McCafferty not having 
had an opportunity to read it, it was recommitted. 
A report was also read recommending that the 
clause in reference to tbe frauds of the Court 
House Commission be referred to the legal 
counsel of the Board, and that the Department be 
requested forthwith to remove the Commission­
ers.

Commissioner Van Nort, of the Department of 

Public Works, has written the following letter to 
His Honor the Mayor in relation to his absence 
from tho city during a part of last week:—

8i«— Sly abseuce from the city o s the official business of 

this department during a period of less than three days 
oi last week has been made the occasioi of severe and 
unjust criticism accompanies bv the assertion that the 
business before die Boards of Audit and Apportionment 
is being delared or entirely stopped by such absence. 

on Saturday last I tniormea the Comptroller, through 
his messenger, that I should be in town and ready to 
attend meetings on Mondays, Fridays and Saturdays of 
each week. If my convenience bad s e e s consulted, as 
well as that of the other members, meetings of either 
Board could have been held on any of the days named 
during last week or to-day In addition to this, the pres­
ence of all tbe members is not necessary for the transac­
tion ot business by the Board oi Apportionment, as refer-
eace to chapter 583 of the Laws of 1871 and to previous 
action of the Board will show. 

My occasional absence from the city during the session 
ot tbe Legislature la by no means a matter of choice. 
Busiae*s ot great importance to this department, as well 
as to the city at large, is before the Legislature, and, 
having been requested by prominent members of each 
House to furnish them information, and advise thorn aa 
to tbe proper or needed legislation tor this city I have 
considered it a duty to commualcate personally with 
them, in order to protect tbe interests of the Department 
and the taxpayers. My services while thus engaged at 
Albany are as much for the interest of the city as u I re­
mained here, and much more effective and more within 
the sphere ot the duties of a public officer than the em­
ployment, at the expense of the city, of private counsel 
and agents, who, while pretending to repre­
sent the interests of this municipality, are, 
as experience has shown, too apt to pay 
snore attention to other interests which are adverse to 
the CUT, and alter their successful consummation by the 
Legislature to enforce trferu against i t Kocharge has ever 
been made by me against the city since my connection 
with this Department for personal or incidental expenses, 
or for services of private counsel. 

At the same time t take this occasion to declare that, 
notwithstanding these official calls at Albany I have both 
time and ability, official courtesy and consideration being 
mutually observed, to fully discharge the duties of m y 
office here, and that none nave been overlooked, neglected 
or omitted by me.

STARTLER FOR OLD SALTS.

• n L i f e b o a t s : — T h e 
C o m i n g R a f t . 

It wonld probably startle the least conservative 
among the shining lights of the nautical world to 
propose to revolutionire the entire system of pro­
viding life-saving apparatus in tbe event of disas­
ter, by abolishing boats altogether and substitut­
ing something else, thereby possibly inducing the 
extra caution which might avoid all wrecks not di­
rectly and unmistakably Inflicted by stress of 
weather, under divine Providence, and at tbe 
same time saving money, by eschewing 
the expensive delusion of having any arrange­
ments whatever aa a supposed last resort 
In time of need. The proposition might, however, 
be very fairly and reasonably made on perfectly 
defensible grounds. It hi a fact, "which nobody 
can deny," that in fair weather, or fool, at murky 
midnight, or blazing noon, in smooth inland waters 
or on tbe raging ocean, In sudden shock on unsus­
pected reefs, when life hangs on minutes, or even 
seconds, when the stern and steady are taken by 
surprise, and tbe weak and incompetent (includ­
ing aa an axiom the passenger world generally, 
as an obstructive and multitudinous unit of Idiocy) 
drift into various stages of crazy useleaeness, 
tbe boats, the life-boats, with all their patent 
gear and regulations of circumlocution 
boards and red tape bureaux all com­
plied with; with every glmcrack invention 
and gingerbread adornment that may set off 
the other beauties of the ship that carries them, 
these precious boats are never of tbe slightest nse. 
Very, very few exceptions, in hundreds of sad, true 
stories of wreck and suffering and loss of life, con­
firm the invariable rule. Whether from hurry, tbe 
violence of the tempest, the difficulties of men 

hearing one another, darkness, or the fatal giving 
way at tbe supreme moment of some tackle that 
ought to be, but is not, in perlect order, or from 
being stowed away with such care that they might 
as well have been carried in tbe hold, the boats are 
rarely launched salely. One end will be lowered 
before the other, and the boat filled or dashed 
against the side and stove in, or crowded with a 
rush of panic-stricken and Insubordinate 
wretches who commit involuntary suicide and take 
their neighbors along with them by their indiscreet 
haste, ir tbey chance to be launched safely there 
are ninety-nine chances in a hundred against their 
being properly supplied. Tbe plugs will be out or 
one oar will be there to do duty for, possibly, six-
then, or there will be a redundancy or sails, with 
an absence or the necessary tackle to work them. 
Several methods have been tried, and under condi­
tions or discipline with considerable success, by 
which boats can be launched safely, presupposing 
that tbey are kept ready to be launched, which 
readiness is or itself the one thing needful and the 
one thing most generally neglected. This may 
seem a sweeping arraignment against tbe 
obvious common sense notion of having boats and 
the universal occurrence or these supplementary 
and avoidable aggravations of the main disaster 
which calls the boats into requisition. Let anyone 
disposed to controvert the lact try and recall the-
instances where boats have in any satisfactory 
way performed the service they were built for. 
They will be found to be few. 

Now, if boats cannot be launched safely (though 
why they should net if ships' crews were exer-
cised at the boats, as tbey are, or ought to be and 
are supposed to be, at the lire exercise, or in their 
daily duties on deck and aloit, seems difficult to 
imagine) and kept ready, at hall cock, as it were. 
It is plain that something else must be done If 
people want lives to be saved when a ship strikes a 
rock or another ship, or gets burnt or springs 
a leak or turns the turtle. When the Metis came 
off second best in the collision, not so long age as 
to have faded from our memories, and the boats, as 
usual, fulfilled their usual part oi tantalization and 
saved but few lives, tbe broken deck, torn off as 
a rait, did the best sort of service. In hundreds of 
instances the rudest of rafts have done yeoman ser­
vice. As to seaworthiness no surf boat ever sur­
passed the catamaran of a Madras fisherman. This 
seems to point to tbe advisability of the raft being 
more generally accepted as a desirable portion of 
the equipment of ships. They need not be rude. 
They should be attended to with the tender 
skill of artists who Love their work, 
elaborated and ornamented, If required, to 
the taste of the most aesthetic kid-gloved 
seaman; but everything conducive to tbe one great 
object of saving lire should be adopted and im­
proved on. A great passenger steamship would 
actually afford a greater guarantee for life, mere 
life, at a pincb, if it hadn't a boat on board, and 
carried nothing but rafts. With the monern ays • 
tern of docks and piers and deep water alongside, 
a boat Is a thing that Is little used. If tbey had, at 
tbe most, four beats for commnnication with the 
shore wben obliged to lie off, wcuid be all that 
would be actually requisite. Their deck houses 
might have rafts, properly and scientifically 
built, all over them, which would occupy 
less space, be less weighty and infinitely 
easier to handle than the present eruption of 
boats which decorate the bulwarks from stem to 
stern, and are piled up in inaccessible positions. 
The raits could be lashed simply to ringbolts, so 
that an axe might serve to set tbem free. A long 
pull and a strong pull would heave them over the 
side. There heed De no delicacy as to whicn end 
went first. They wonld not fill nor capsize, and if 
the emergency were great and tbe ship went down 
before the rafts were launched they would float 
clear and swim, let what might sink. They 
should be fitted with any amount or lifelines 
and arrangements lor keeping people gath­
ered on them from being washed off. 
Some provision might be made against exposure 
so as to bring them up to at least the modicum of 
accommodation afforded by the ordinary boat. They 
should be supplied with masts, sails and steering 
gear and of course (as tbe boats are now supposed 
to be, but never are) with water and provisions. 
They might be steered in the time honored fashion 
of the Peruvian balsas, with a sliding keel at either 
end, wbicb, by the way, being merely a forerunner 
or the now familiar centreboard principle, enables 
those apparently nuwieldly craft to bold a good 
wind. A raft which combined most if not all tbe 
Oe#t<terata of a perfect life-saving apparatus crossed 
the Atlantic from Mew York in 1869. She was 
more like a fraction ol a tubular pontoon bridge 
than anything else, was steered easily enough by 
tbe means indicated above, carried a very suffi­
cient suit of sails, bad ample sheltered accommo­
dation for tbe crew, proved a marvellous seaboat, 
and was, altogether, a comfortable, if not a luxu­
rious vessel. If, starting from that crude experi­
ment, science and experience wonld co-operate in 
the production of a model raft, and the law should 
see that ships had their rafts, as they now do their 
provisions, their water, their cubic inches or air 
between decks and their lifeboats in proportion to 
souls on board, humanity would be benefitted by 
something solid and not sham. 

DESPERATE ATTEMPT AT SUICIDE. 

A Son o f a Uni ted s t a t e s Consul Shoots 
Himse l f . 

Testerday forenoon a young man entered a gun 
shop at the junction of Newark avenue and 
Montgomery street, Jersey City, and desired 
to purchase a pistol. Mrs. Dalton, who 
owns the store, exhibited several, but 
none of them suited him. Sne referred 
him to a well-known establishment on Broadway 
for the article he required. Meanwhile he entered 
into a conversation with Mrs. Dalton, telling her 
that he was a seafaring man, once in the employ 
or the Cunard Compaav and later in the Tapscott 
service. While on this line of conversation be 
looked eagerly at a Colt's revolver and said he 
would like to test It by firing it off. Mrs. Dalton 
turned her back to htm in order to get a box of 
cartridges, and almost immediately tae pistol was 
discharged, tbe ball entering the right lung. 
Whether the shooting was by accident or design 
she knows not. The young man was taken to the 
hospital, and medical aid was furnished, but he 
was in a dying condition at a late hour last night. 
He declined to give his name, but after­
wards sards were found in his possession bear­
ing the name "Edward L. Lyman?' He remarked 
to an officer on the way to the hospital, "If tnis 
ball don't klU me tbe next will," from which his 
Intent can be clearly inferred. A gentleman called 
at the police station last evening and stated that 
the unfortnnaie young man, wbo is about twenty-
lour years of age, is a son of the American Consul 
at Foo-choa-foo, China, and that he has led a ram­
bling, seafaring nre of late years. 

aOSOS OpUaTY MUNICIPAL ATTAIB& 

Meet ing of t h e A l d e r m e n . 
The Brooklyn Board of Aldermen met yesterday 

afternoon, the Chairman, Alderman Clancy, pre­
siding. 

A resolution was offered by Alderman Wytieto 
the effect that the Corporation Counsel be in­
structed to suspend proceedings against the mer­
chants and business men for having goods and 
signs upon the sidewalks. 

Alderman RODMAN moved Its reference to the 
Law Committee-

Alderman RICHARDSON moved as an amendment 
that the Corporation Ccjtnsel frame a new ordi­
nance which would protect the rights of the citi­
zens, and at the same time prevent any encroach­
ment upon the streets. The resolution as amended 
was adopted. Edward Clark's contract for re­
moving the dead animals and offal was accepted 
aud a resolution was adopted empowering bim to 
use the same dock now used by George Swift, at 
tbe foot of Washington avenue. 

Mr. Demurest, the superintendent of the Truant 
Home, sent m his annual report:—The total num­
ber oi children committed te the Home during the 
past year was ISO, of which number 87 still re­
mained at the close of the year.

•is not yet ready for occupancy. 

Alderman BROWN offered a resolution that a 
special committee oi five be appointed to inquire 
into tbe system of the Board of City Works, In re­
lation to extra water charges, patent safety valves, 
patent water meters, A c and report as soon as 
possible. Adopted, 

THE CENTRE STREET HOSPITAL. 

A Very Mixed Condi t ion a t 
Recogn ized Doctors l a Charge—A F i g h t 
B e t w e e n t h e Medlral Board a n d the 
C o m m U i t o a t n o f Charl t Ira a n d Corree-
tion—Mr. Frear ' s Statement—Or. F l n h -
rer Denies t h e C h a r g e s A g a i n s t Him— 
Some Act ion D e m a n d e d . 
It waa reported yesterday that an Investigating 

Committee or the Board of Commissioners of Chari­
ties and Correction were to have met during the 
day at the Centre Street Hospital te investigate 
charges made against the new resident physi­
cian, Dr. Fluhrer. No investigating committee 
met, but the HERALD reporter saw Mr. 
Alexander Fraar, one of the Commissioners, 
at the hospital. When asked about the 
matter Mr. Freer said that he knew nothing of any 
charges against Dr. Fluhrer, and "In the first 
place," continued Mr. Freer, "if tnere were any 
charges against him he could not recognize them." 
In answer to a question wby this was, Mr. Freer, 
who appeared quite unwilling to give any informa­
tion, said that the Board or Commissioners of 
Charities and Correction knew nothing of Dr. 
Fluhrer, that they had not appointed him and 
therefore could not know him officially. The Board 
had taken no action In the matter, and a committee 
or two—General Bowen and himself—had been ap­
pointed a committee te reorganize tbe hospital; 
tbat hereafter a resident physician would be ap­
pointed to live at the hospital and be responsible 
for its proper maintenance. This had not before 
been done. 

Dr. Fluhrer was seen by the HERALD Reporter. 
He is a gentleman of aoave and affable manners 
and a graduate of Bellevue. Dr. Fluhrer said the 
charges made against bim had no existence in 
fact, that they were 

INVENTED BY FHSONAL EVKMIES, 
and got Into the press In some unaccountable way. 
The charges were specific and could be answered 
In the same way; tbat the six clinic lectures 
which be was accused to giving to his staff, to the 
detriment of visitors, were simply histories of each 
case, which In every well-regulated hospital ought 
to be kept, but which were not kept here pre­
viously; tbat wben he had asked visitors to retire 
it was because some palnrnl operation must have 
been going on; he never stripped patients at tbe 
lectures, but did so to perform operations or ex­
amine their cases. The charge that in the case of 
Patrick Mullaly, whom he was accused of refusing 
to let out or the hospital to die at 
borne, was not true; he had not posi­
tively refused to let him out, but bad said 
that he was too far gone to bear removal, and tbat 
be would die on the way if the attempt were made; 
tbe only chance of recovery was in his remaining 
at the hospital; be had died in the morning, at 
ball-past ten. As to the charge of extravagance in 
ordering supplies, the hospital was deficient in 
certain articles when he came there, and the 
Warden of Bellevue had told him to ask lor what 
he wanted; all he had ordered was three bandage 
boxes. 

When askea about 
HIS APPOINTMENT, 

Dr. Fluhrer said that he had put himself on the 
list of applicants ior the position of surgeon at 
the Centre Street Hospital. At the time be was 
an intern at Bellevue Hospital. Alter some 
days he received a notification to report for duty 
at the Centre Street Hospital, and when he did so 
his orders were to have tbe other surgeons report 
to him. This appointment came from the Chair­
man of the Medical Board, and when he asked 
what his salary was to be he was told $150 per 
month. He had asked twice as to this, and been 
similarly answered. He then came down on the 
strength or that appointment, supposing it all 
right, and he bad since done his duty. He had not 
known or any difference between the two Boards 
until that morninfir, when he called at the office or 
tbe Commissioners of Charities and Correction to 
find out what 

THE CHARGES AGAINST BIX 
reported in the press meant. He went to his 
position in perfect good faith, and supposed that 
all was right. Dr. Fluhrer added that he wanted 
an investigation into these charges. He said tbat 
though he certainly desired the position of Resi­
dent Surgeon, he cared little for ft In comparison 
with his reputation, which had been so grossly 
attacked. He thought it due to himself that before 
be left, if he was to leave, his character should be 
vindicated by a full investigation. 

Commissioner Frear was present during this in­
terview and heard all the Doctor said. He wonld 
not commit himself, and simply said that the ap­
pointing power and the encroachment upon it by 
the Medical Board would be taken in hand by tbe 
Board of Commissioners of Charities and Cor­
rection. As tbe matter stands it is a most singular 
complication. It appears tbat tbe Medical Board 
have simply the power, to report the names of 
persons recommended by* them for appointment. 

PROPHET BrmiJATI SHUFFLES OUT OF 
EU8 HOBIL 1KB. SCHEMES. 

To THE EDITOR OP THE HERALD:— 
The telegram Informs US' that Brlgham Young, 

in general conference on Sunday, annouced bis re­
tirement from the control or the Deseret Bank and 
his grand commercial scheme designated "Zion's 
Co-operative Mercantile Institution," and it is 
added that tbe Prophet will also resign his office or 
"Trustee in Trust or the Church of Jesust Christ 
of Latter Day Saints." When a man of the shrewd 
calculation of Brlgham Young abandons the 
sources of bis wealth there are doubt­
less some powerful reasons in tbe back* 
ground. His intense greed of wealth is proverbial 
and where a dollar can be gained the prophet has 
hitherto been the first in the race. He cannot, 
therefore, complain if, in the Interest or commerce, 
tbe Independent journalist should ring the alarm 
bell. For the last five years Brlgham has preached 
to and prayed at bis people to deal exclusively 
among themselves and to freeze out the Gentiles 
from among them. His Zion's Co-operative Mer­
cantile Institution was created three years ago with 
that view. He issued the mandate tbat the saints 
who dared to traffic or trade with the Gentiles should 
be "cut off" from his church, and tbe Mormon 
merchants who at first refused to join his scheme 
were annoyed In every conceivable way till 
tbey either complied with his demands or tottered 
to the bankrupt list, and business men or fair 
name and unchallenged credit were thus brought 
to ruin and proverty. 

The discovery of the mines of Utah was un-
looked for, and the Gentiles, instead of decreasing 
Increased In number ana influence, and the 
Prophet's scheme was paralleed. With apprehen­
sion of consequences the wealthy Mormon mer­
chants, who had yielded to Brlgham's orders, 
Insisted that the grand mercantile seheme 
should be changed to an organization of 
"limited liability." The Utah Legislature, com­
posed of Apostles and Bishops, at its last session, 
passed a bill that enabled Brlgham and his chief 
mercantile associates to quietly shuffle off their 
responsibilities to tbe Gentile Eastern merchants. 
The Prophet a year ago tried to retire from the 

Jresidency of tnis "Z. C. M. L," but Hooper, 
ennings and the others insisted that he should 

remain, for bis name was potential with 
ttie first houses of New York, where they 
needed credit. On Sunday tbe Prophet would 
risk It no longer. It Is very evident to every sensi­
ble man that the fanatical condition of affairs in 
Utah mast come to an end, and that Bngham is 
taking time by the forelock. The last Legislature 
of Ctah passed a statute of limitations, and on the 
16th of last February Bngham Young was free from 
all obligations incurred preceding that time where 
suit had not been commenced in the courts. The 
old man is seriously disturbed by tbe declaratioa 
of President Grant that "the laws must be obeyed," 
and he is now in a quiet way peopling the north­
ern portion or Arizona with pioneers. He dreads 
the assembling oi next Congress, and by tbat time 
be will have succeeded In planting colonies or his 
people so far south of the boundary of Utah that he 
will only be distant from the Mexican border 175 
miles, When rata leave the ship sensible men 
will be cautious. 

VEST U P A WHALE. 

ZANESVILLS, Ohio, April 5,1873.

A most extraordinary phenomenon was observed 
near the village of TaylorsvUle, a few miles from 
this city, about a week ago.
